Important Electrical Considerations

Unplug all electrical appliances when you know an electrical
storm is approaching. Lightning can pass through your
household wiring and damage any device connected to it. The
XC302/XC305 is no exception. Note: Do not attempt to unplug
any appliance during an electrical storm.

Range

The XC302/XC305 is designed to achieve the maximum possible
range by transmitting and receiving according to the highest
specifications set forth by the F.C.C. We have rated this phone to
operate at a maximum distance with the qualification that the range
depends upon the environment in which the telephone is used.
Many factors limit range, and it would be impossible to inciude all
the variables in our rating. The Maximum Range rating of the
XC302/XC305 is meant to be used as a means of comparison
against other range claims.

Telephone Line Problems

The F.C.C. has granted the telephone company the right to
disconnect service in the event that your XC302/XC305 causes
probiems on the telephone line. Also, the telephone company
may make changes in facilities and services which may effect the
operation of your unit. However, your telephone company must
give adequate notice in writing prior to such actions to aliow you
time for making necessary arrangements to continue
uninterrupted service.

If you are having trouble with your telephone service, you must
first disconnect the XC302/XC305 to determine if it is the cause
of your probiem. If you determine that it is the cause, you must
leave it disconnected until the troubie has been corrected.

Radio Interference

Radio interference may occasionally cause buzzing and
humming in your cordless Handset, or clicking noises in the Base
Unit. This interference is caused by external sources such as
TV, refrigerator, vacuum cleaner, fluorescent lighting, or electrical
storm. Your unit is not defective. If these noises continue and
are too distracting, please check around your home to see what
appliances may be causing the problem. in addition, we
recommend that the base not be plugged into & circuit that also
powers a major appliance because of the potential for
interference. Be certain that the antenna on the unit is fully
extended when needed.

in the unlikely event that you consistently hear other voices or
distracting transmissions on your XC302/XC305, you may be
receiving radio signals from another cordless telephone or other
source of interference. If you cannot efiminate this type of
interference, you need to change the channel. Press CHANNEL to
select the best channe! with no interference.

More Than One Cordless Telephone

If you wish to use more than one cordless telephone in your
house, they must operate on different channels. Press CHANNEL
to select one that provides the ciearest communications.

Installing Your Cordless Phone

Warning: Uniden America Corporation does not represent this

phone to be waterproof. To reduce the risk of electrical shock,

fire, hazard, or damage to the phone, do not expose it to rain or

moisture.

You can install your phone on a desk or counter top, or you can

mount it on a wall. In either case, choose a location that meets

the following requirements:

B Free from excess heat or humidity. Avoid kitchens and
bathrooms.

B Away from sources of electrical interference, such as motors or
fiuorescent lights.

B Near a modular telephone jack and standard 120-volt AC
outlet. Do not use a switched AC outlet,

W Allows complete vertical extension of the base unit’s antenna.

B Allows wires to be safely routed away from walk paths.

In addition, if you plan to mount the phone on a wall, consider the

following:

B Choose a wall sturdy enough to support the phone.

B If you cannot insert the mounting screws directly into a wall
stud, use appropriate hollow-wall hardware.

M Avoid wall areas that might contain plumbing pipe or electrical
wiring.

Connecting AC Power

M To prevent a shock hazard, always plug the AC adapter into the
base unit's oc m sv jack before you plug it into the AC outlet.

B Route the power cord away from heavy traffic areas or
anywhere that the cord might be pinched, rubbed, or worn.

Connecting the Telephone Line

B Plug one end of the supplied modular line cord into the base
unit's TEL UNE jack and the other end into a modular telephone
jack.

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Installing the Handset Antenna

Charging the Battery

lights, and let the battery charge for 12 ~ 16 hours.

Setting the Dialing Mode

You can use your
cordless telephone with
either puise- or
tone-dialing phone
systems. Simply set the
TONE/PULSE switch (on the
back of the base unit) to
the appropriate position.
If you don’t know what
type of dialing service
you have, call your
phone company or
perform this simple test.

Setting the Security Code

Your teiephone’s security code prevents other cordiess phone
users from initiating a call on your phone line. The code is
automatically set to one of 256 possible codes when you first
place the handset on the base unit to begin charging the battery.

To change the security code, remove the handset from the base
unit and disconnect the battery for at least one minute. Then,
reconnect the battery and return the handset to the base unit.

B Confirm that the cHARGE indicator lights when you place the
handset on the base unit. If not, try cleaning the charging
contacts with a pencil eraser.

B Be sure the battery has been initially charged for 12 - 16 hours.

W If the BATT Lo indicator flashes when you press TaLk, the
battery is low.

B If the BATT Lo indicator does not light at all when you press talk,
and you are sure the battery has been properly charged, you
might need 1o replace the battery.

B Confirm the base unit antenna is fully extended in a
vertical position, and hold the handset with its antenna in a
vertical position.
